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Imaging Management 
(AHRA) has been approved 
by the American Registry of 
Radiologic Technologists to 
grant ARRT Category A CE 
credit. Although the same 
documentation is required 
for approval of credit the 
AHRA’s Rapid Review 
turns around most submis-
sions in two weeks or less. 
In fact, the NYSSRS had 
approval for all lectures at 
the annual conference just 1 
week after the paperwork 
had been submitted.

 At its most recent 
annual conference the 
NYSSRS utilized the ser-
vices of the AHRA to evalu-
ate and grant ARRT Cate-
gory A Continuing Educa-
tion (CE) credits for the lec-
tures presented in Corning, 
NY on 10/30 – 11/01, 2008. 
In the past, the NYSSRS had 
the lectures evaluated by the 
ASRT but found the process 
to be less than satisfactory, 
particularly in terms of the 
length of time required to 
get approval. The ASRT 
requires the submission of 
lecture materials a minimum 
of 30 business days in ad-
vance in order to guarantee 
the approval of credit. Con-
ference Program Chair,

ber 30th was quite a busy 
time!  With the United 
States of America preparing 
to vote and new President-
elect, and many preparing to 
feed our children with 
candy and costume on Octo-
ber 31st (Halloween), the 
NYSSRS held their annual 
conference.
